required, and the annual income of the applicant’s parent or guardian must not exceed Rs.
8.00 lakh.

Important documents required for application submission include a valid mobile number,
Aadhaar (UID) Number, Aadhaar-seeded bank account, income certificate, and a
bonafide certificate from the institution.
